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The Villa

The villa is located on an impressive embankment
supported by a sequence of 16 large stone arches
that run along the road. Above, a garden - terrace
where you can enjoy a wonderful view.

The villa, attributed to an architect of the second
half of the sixteenth century near Bernardo
Buontalenti, has a cubic system emphasized by
angular stone galley files on which stand the gray
stone coats of arms of the noble Guadagni family
for centuries lived.

On the main facade, the one that looks the way
from Florence, through an elegant wrought iron
gate, it opens a broad double portico with three
arches supported by stone columns of Tuscan order.

The Villa (total surface 2415 smq) in a perfect
Renaissance Style (15th Century) will have
bedrooms and living rooms at level 1 and level

2, with an underground level that hosts a winery
with a barrique, a room dedicated to food and oil
degustation and a kitchen. The groundfloor has
a large kitchen, near to a dining room and a tea
room that offer an amazing view; there are also
living rooms, relax areas and a large lounge with an
amazing fireplace.

Near to the Villa will be realized an outdoor large
swimming-pool in a Renaissance style.

The Farm

Close to the Villa we have the “Farm” building with a
total surface of 1580 sgm. The “Farm” (a 17th century
building) will have a different characterization in

order to underline the “Tuscan taste”.
This building hosts a wellness area at the ground
floor and a gym with relax areas at first floor.



The villa, which is experiencing a state of neglect

for many years, has distinct and extensive structural
problems of conservation. It is necessary an

organic intervention of restoration and preservation of
the whole complex.
